Q. 82. Is any man able perfectly to keep the commandments of God? 

A. No mere man since the fall is able in this life perfectly to keep the commandments of God, but doth

Q. 84. What doth every sin deserve? 

A. Every sin deserveth God’s wrath and curse, both in this life, and that which is to come.

Reading of the Law of God (sit) 
Elder: You may be seated. Hear the Law of God (congregation to respond with the answer). 

Q. 39. What is the duty which God requireth of man?  

A. The duty which God requireth of man, is obedience to His revealed will. 

  

Q. 49. Which is the second commandment?  

A. The second commandment is, Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of 

anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the 

earth; thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them; for I the Lord thy God am a jealous 

God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth generation of them 

that hate me: and showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my 

commandments.  

  

Q. 50. What is required in the second commandment?  

A. The second commandment requireth the receiving, observing, and keeping pure and entire, all such 

religious worship and ordinances as God hath appointed in his Word.  

  

Q. 51. What is forbidden in the second commandment?  

A. The second commandment forbiddeth the worshipping of God by images, or any other way not 

appointed in his Word.  

  

Q. 52. What are the reasons annexed to the second commandment?  

A. The reasons annexed to the second commandment are, God’s sovereignty over us, his propriety in 

us, and the zeal he hath to his own worship.

Statement of Faith 
Elder: Let us now affirm what we believe. 

The Athanasian Creed - Part 1 (pg. 820, the first four paragraphs) 

Congregation: 

That we worship one God in trinity and the trinity in unity, neither blending their persons nor dividing 

their essence. For the person of the Father is a distinct person, the person of the Son is another, and 

that of the Holy Spirit still another. But the divinity of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit is one, their 

glory equal, their majesty coeternal. 

What quality the Father has, the Son has, and the Holy Spirit has. The Father is uncreated, the Son is 

uncreated, the Holy Spirit is uncreated. The Father is immeasurable, the Son is immeasurable, the Holy 

Spirit is immeasurable. The Father is eternal, the Son is eternal, the Holy Spirit is eternal. And yet there 

are not three eternal beings; there is but one eternal being.  

So too there are not three uncreated or immeasurable beings; there is but one uncreated and 

immeasurable being. Similarly, the Father is almighty, the Son is almighty, the Holy Spirit is almighty. 

Yet there are not three almighty beings; there is but one almighty being. Thus the Father is God, the 

Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God. Yet there are not three gods; there is but one God. 

Thus the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord. Yet there are not three lords; there is 

but one Lord. Just as Christian truth compels us to confess each person individually as both God and 

Lord, so catholic religion forbids us to say that there are three gods or lords.

Elder: Hear the Word of the Lord. 

 Luke 18:18-30 (Legacy Standard Bible) 

"And a ruler questioned Him, saying, “Good Teacher, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?” And Jesus 

said to him, “Why do you call Me good? No one is good except God alone. You know the commandments, 

‘DO NOT COMMIT ADULTERY, DO NOT MURDER, DO NOT STEAL, DO NOT BEAR FALSE WITNESS, HONOR 

YOUR FATHER AND MOTHER.’” And he said, “All these things I have kept from my youth.” And when Jesus 

heard this, He said to him, “One thing you still lack: sell all that you possess and distribute it to the poor, 

and you shall have treasure in heaven. And come, follow Me.” But when he heard these things, he 

became very sad, for he was extremely rich. And Jesus looked at him and said, “How hard it is for those 

who are wealthy to enter the kingdom of God! For it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a 

needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom of God.” And those who heard it said, “Then who can 

be saved?” But He said, “The things that are impossible with people are possible with God.” And Peter 

said, “Behold, we have left all that is our own and followed You.” And He said to them, “Truly I say to you, 



there is no one who has left house or wife or brothers or parents or children, for the sake of the kingdom 

of God, who will not receive many times more at this time and in the age to come, eternal life.”
